1. Factual news item (news sites & databases, e.g. KVR Audio)
When to use: Outlets that post straight product news. No hype — they strip it.

3. Review request + NFR offer (YouTubers & reviewers)
When to use: Creators who review plugins. Casual, offer a free NFR key, no strings.
